  Grading system  
The grading scale goes from 1-12; 6 and above is a passing grade.   

UM Academic Assessment 

One (1) UM credit is equivalent to 10 class hours. 

In order to pass and receive credit for a course, students should: 

1. Have a minimum class attendance of 75%.   

2. Obtain a minimum grade of six (6) for the course, which includes midterm papers, 

oral presentations, and class participation. 

3. Pass the final examination with at least six (6).

GENERAL INFORMATION  

"As UM students, international students can take final exams in 3 examination periods on site. They have to 
pass the exam before returning to their countries within the examination period. Students must check the
exam dates before buying flight tickets.



         Course Information 
International students must take at least 18 UM credits during the semester. 

At the UM, regular students generally take thirty (30) to thirty-five (35) credits per semester.

International students usually take eighteen (18) to twentyfive (25) UM credits per semester.

 

        Language of instruction 
At UM, courses are mainly taught in Spanish. Some Schools o�er courses seminars, and programs in 

English, mainly in the semester August-December.

 

         Language requirements 

A B2 or C1 level from the Common European Framework of References for Languages (CEFR) is required 

to attend courses in Spanish. A C1/C2 level is required to take courses in the Translation and Interpretation 

Degree as well as Portuguese language courses. 

Non-Spanish speaking students must take a placement Spanish test upon arrival. The UM

has an agreement with International House in Montevideo which o�ers a discount for students 

from partner universities who want to take Spanish courses. These courses can lead to a number 

of UM credits but are not included in the exchange agreement and are on a fee-paying basis. 

 

Students coming to Uruguay should know basic Spanish in order to interact comfortably 

on a day to day basis.
